environmental research. d.) to promote sustainable development through the promotion of
environmental sustainability and the protection and restoration of the environment, naturai
wealth and biodiversity.

4. MEANS TO ACIEVE THE AIMS

The means applied to achieve the aims are the following: 1.) scientific research, 2.) raising
awareness 3.) development of educational materials 4.) implementation of educational
projects 5.) organization of educational excursions and seminars 6.) initiatives for
environmental activities 7.) promotion of voluntarism 8.) cooperation with specialists in
environmental protection, and more specifically in aquatic ecosystems 9.) organization of

6. ASSE
6.1. The partnership’s assets consist of:
a) Partners contributions, exceptional contributions and membership fees,

'b) “Donations, grants, aids (in cash or in kind) by partners, the Hellenic Republic and its

institutions or organizations, especially by local authorities, the European Union and
its institutions, international organizations, as well as third parties (natural or legal,
national or foreign, private or legal entities),

¢) Inheritance under benefit of inventory, living trusts and any kind of donation, as long
as they do not inciude binding terms or terms that are opposed to the partnership’s
aims,

d) Revenues from dividends or interest,

e) Recoveries deriving from the partnership’s productions and its assets,

f) Revenues from fundraisings, celebrating events, exhibitions and events of any kind,

implemented to serve and support the partnership’s aims.

6.2. The partners must not be iiabie for anything more than their contribution in the
partnership’s capital, and in no case must their personal assets be liable for the
debts and financial obligations of the partnership.

7. DECISION MAKING

The partners’ decisions on the partnership’s matters are made by the General Assembly (GA)
of the partrers on a majority basis, at the end of every calendar vear (starting from the first

8. PARTNERS OBLIGATIONS

All partners are obliged to contribute in the realization of the partnership’s aims throughout
its duration, in the sector of activity where they are engaged and according to the
partnership’s requisite needs. Partners are allowed to be individually engaged in activities
similar to those of the partnership, under the condition that these activities do not harm the
partnership’s interests neither is the fuifiliment of its aim hindered. The partners are equaily
reliable to all obligations deriving from the partnership’s activities. A positive assessment of
at least 2 partners and a unanimous decision of the General Assembly of the Partners is
required for the registration of new partners.

9. ADMINISTRATION — REPRESENTATION AND MANAGEMENT

ine partnership is iegaily represented by its manager and partner ioannis Giovos, who has
the power to represent the partnership before any third natural or legal entity or authority,
both in- and out-of-court, by signing under the partnership’s name. Ail actions of the
manager and representative performed under the partnership’s name and on its behalf are
binding, as long as they are within the framework of the partnership’s aim. The legal
representative’s and manager’s mandate lasts for two calendar years, while the same
person cannot be appointed in the same position for two mandates in a row. In case the
above mentioned manager partner provides a written signed statement of being unable to
perform their duties, is deceased, is in incapacity mandate or is declared bankrupt, the
management and representation of the partnership is temporarily assigned to all other
partners jointly, who must co-act and co-sign under the partnership’s name, until the new
manager and representative is appointed by the General Assembly of the Partners.

10. PARTNERS ASSEMBLY

The Partners Assembly is the supreme organ of the partnership and is meeting ordinarily
after the manager’s call or/and extraordinarily after the written request of at least the 1/3 of

the partners, and decides on all the matters belonging to its jurisdiction by the ahsolute

majority of its total partners. The General Assembly is meeting ordinarily within the first
month of each year to: 1. Elect the manager and representative of the partnership and
appoint committees among the partners and members for the best possible management of
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the par Snip. 2. 5ign tne vaiance sheet. 3. prluvt: the Annua! P\cp\u t on the Activities of
the partnership and the Last Year Review. 4. Approve the Budget Policy for the current vear.

5. Approve the Action Plan of the partnership.
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11. PARTNERS ENTRY

New partners may enter the partnership only after a positive assessment of at leasti" ¥

partners and a unanimous decision of the absolute majority of all partners, which shall be
conducted in written and be lawfully published in the Minutes Books of the General
Assemibly of the Partners. .

Every member of the partnership has the right to terminate the partnership on its own
behalf and intentionaily leave the partnership, by submitting a written statement which shall
be communicated to the partnership and the partners. In this case, the partnership will

continue operating among the remaining partners, as defined in article 9 of this document.

13. NO PROFIT DISTRIBUTION

Given that this is a non-profit partnership, no profit distribution is aillowed during its
operation period or at the moment of its dissolution towards the partners, who are only
eligible to request the interest-free reimbursement o their initial contribution, if saved, in
case of the partnership’s dissolution

The orofit shall be annually distributed as following: a. 5 % for creating a regular reserve
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Assembly’s members justifiably decide to offer this amount to the partnership’s activities
described in paragraph c, c. the remaining amount will be offered to the creation of new

jobs and the enlargement of the partnership’s productivity. If any damage occurs at the end-

—year and-cannot-be- covered-by-the partnership’s-reserve-amount, following a General-

Assembly decision, the partners are obliged to contribute with a certain amount that will be
calculated in respect to their initial contribution to the partnership’s capital, in order to
cover the losses.

14. BALANCE SHEET

The manager ensures that the annual Bank Sheet is conducted by January 31% of the
following year, and then submits bank sheet of the financial year to the partners’ assembly.

15. STATUTE AMENDMENT

The partnership’s statute can be amended by the absolute majority of the General Assembly
of the partners, whose decision must be conducted in written and lawfully published.

16. DISSOLUTION

The partnership may be dissolved by a unanimous decision of the absolute majority of The
General Assembly of the Partners. In this same decision the following matters will also be
resolved: the disposal of the partnership’s movable and immovable assets or/and their
release, as of the dissolution day, which can also be disposed on a preferential basis to cover
the legal, insurance and other financial obiigations towards the parinership’s employees,



pubhic or private entities, as of the partnership’s establishment. In case such obligations do
not exist or can be otherwise fulfilled, the disposal of the moveable and immovable assets of

the partnership may occur to public benefit purpose and non- profit entities. In case any
“fnember of the partnership is deceased, is in incapacity mandate, has withdrawn, left, i

declared bankrupt, has intentionally left or been removed, the partnersh|p shall continue

17. LIQUIDATION PROCESS

After its dissolution, the partnership enters the liquidation process, which is following the
actions provided by law. The liquidator shall be appointed according to article 778 of the
Greek Civil Code.

18. MEMBERS
The partnership may keep a members section. All friends of the partnership, mainly coming
from the industry of environmental protection contributing to the protection of aquatic
ecosystems, can become members of the partnership. 1.) Members are appointed ad

partnership is liable towards it for ail decisions that are harming or not serving its aims,
whereas members are not iiabie for the decisions of the Generali Assembly and the manager
and the legal representative. 2.) The partnership is keeping records of the individuals that

have become “members”, according to the data collection and processing regulations. 3.)

' The members of the partnership can intentionally leave the ‘partnership by written letter,

even before the end of the year they have deposited their contribution for. 4.) The
partnership may proceed in the removal if a member, if their actions are not in harmony
with the partnership’s aims.

20. CONSULTANTS — VOLUNTEERS

The partnership may be surrounded by consultants and volunteers, who either individually
or under any form of association, may support the partnership’s activities, under the self-
explanatory condition that they fully accept this Statute and any other internal rules of
procedure. The manager or/and the committee appointed by the GA of the partnership
decide on the support of projects implemented by the partnership, the implementation of
independent projects related to the partnership’s action plan, or the support of scientific
research and environmentai, habitat and species management activities. The provisions ot
the Greek Civil Code and the company law are agplicable to any matter not specifically ruled
